LITHOPHONIA

Lithophonia is an educational and artistic project of contemporary sculpture and music,
organized in collaboration with the Tinos Art School. The goal of the project is the research,
creation, and presentation of new sonic idiophones and music compositions as a result of the

interdisciplinary collaboration between young sculptors and composers.

Three young composers active in Greece (regardless of nationality) will be selected after an
open call. The program consists of 3 stages and includes composition lessons for idiophones,
interdisciplinary creation, collaboration with sculpture students, collaboration with ARTéfacts

ensemble, and presentation of the final works in Tinos.

Stage A (telematic)

Participating composers will study theoretical and practical questions of composing for works of
sound sculpture. Sound sculpture creates works with acoustic properties that can be used as
musical instruments and produce sound through beating, bowing, or other methods.
Composers will collaborate with sculptors in workshops exploring the acoustic properties of

sculpting materials.

Stage B (telematic)
At the second stage, composers will focus on the creation of new works in collaboration with
ARTéfacts ensemble’s performers, sculptors and faculty members. The new compositions will

have a duration of 3 - 6 minutes and will be performed by 2 percussionists.

Stage C(in Tinos)
At the final stage, the three composers will be hosted in Tinos for 4 days where they will have the
chance to work with performers on the final rehearsals. In addition, all artists will take part in

presentations on the creation process and topics of interdisciplinary collaboration.

Cost
Free participation. At the final stage, composers will be provided with free accommodation in

Tinos, but they need to cover their travel and personal expenses.
